Part A: Curriculum music

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	Moss Lane School has a clear focus on delivering a high-quality music curriculum from EYFS to Year 2 to develop a love of music throughout the school. We believe that music plays a vital part in children’s education supporting their confidence, self-esteem, wellbeing, creativity and giving them a sense of community.

The school provides weekly music lessons with a named music lead who oversees the implementation and development of the music curriculum, monitoring and evaluating the impact of the music curriculum, to ensure continuous improvement, structured progression of units and assessment practises that inform future provision.
We provide the children with opportunities to learn about music from other cultures, different genres of music, regularly exploring instruments and compositions and promoting a love of listening, playing and performing. 

Our Early Years’ curriculum involves children having regular, cross curricular opportunities to play, explore and perform during high quality continuous provisions activities, relating to their topic as well as a structured music lesson per week.  The music lead provides examples of activities and continuous provision ideas in the planning, relating to and in line with the Early Years framework and by following the Kapow Scheme.
In Key Stage One, music is taught during weekly lessons, in whole class teaching. All lessons are planned by the Music lead to ensure they are progressive and provide full coverage of the National Curriculum. 
To ensure our Music curriculum is underpinned by the Model Music Curriculum (March 2021), the non-statutory guidance for music education across Key Stages 1 to 3.  We deliver our weekly music lessons through Kapow’s curriculum units, which span from Reception through to Year 2.  This programme flows a spiral curriculum model, where fundamental musical concepts – including pitch, rhythm, structure and dynamics – are revisited and reinforced throughout the children’s education.  Rather than teaching these elements in isolation, the curriculum progressively deepens understanding and complexity with each encounter.  This cyclical approach ensures that new learning builds systematically upon prior knowledge, reducing cognitive load whilst enabling children to become secure in their musical understanding over time.
Due to the cyclical nature of the Kapow Scheme it enables the music lead to order the music units to match with the Year groups termly units.
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Part B: Co-curricular music

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.

	At Moss Lane School, there is opportunity to create music outside of music lessons.  Each week we have a singing assembly and there are plenty of opportunities for children to get involved in music during their time.  We have a wide range of instruments in our school which the children love learning about and playing.

There is also opportunity for children in Year 1 and 2 to be involved with piano lessons provided by a peripatetic teacher from our music hub – Surrey Arts.  The children will then have the chance to play the pieces they have been learning during whole school assembly; demonstrating the skills they have been practising.

In Autumn and Spring Term Year 1 and 2 are able to join a choir led by the music lead and one of our parents, who is CEO of ChoirBlast an owner of a local music school, A Touch Of Musicality, which is local music charity dedicated to bringing group singing into the local community.  In the Summer Term the current Reception children are able to join too.  The sessions are fun and interactive and allow all children who wish to attend to do so as the choir is free.

In the Autumn Term the Year 2 children participate in an event organised by a local school to listen to an orchestral concert and to join in with the songs they had learnt.

Music is a fully integrated part of our school, and it is something that, as a school, we are very proud of.  Children are constantly exposed to a range of different genres and styles of music both inside and outside of lessons. 
   




Part C: Musical experiences

This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At Moss Lane School, our children have many opportunities for musical experiences.  We have many assemblies throughout the year which encourage singing and performing in front of other people. 

We have had dance assemblies and lessons where the children have learnt dances to different music to perform to the rest of the school along with many other music-based assemblies.  We always look for opportunities to include songs in our assemblies and have learnt a range of different songs to sing.

The whole school takes part in our yearly Harvest Festival performance to parents – where each class sing their own chosen song as well as singing as a whole school with the songs they have learnt during singing assemblies 

At Christmas time Reception and Year 1 join together to perform to the rest of the school and to their parents and Year 2 to their parents and the school; there are even opportunities for solo or small group performances during this.
Also at Christmas time the children of Year 1 and 2 have the opportunity to sing at our town’s Christmas festival, which takes part in the town centre and the choir of children perform selected and practised songs to the community.




In the future

This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.

	In terms of development, the music lead continues to strive to enhance the music curriculum as much as possible. 

In future years, a plan to create more structured listening opportunities and ‘listen out’ focusses for pupils. This will include focussing on one of the ‘Interrelated Dimensions’ per lesson to ensure children fully understand what they mean and how to appraise a piece of music using these correctly. At the start of every music lesson across the school, it begins with a ‘listen and appraise’ section, where pupils listen to a piece of music and discuss it as a class using technical vocabulary, linking in with our focus on P4C.

A constant focus for the development of the music curriculum is to enhance extra curriculum opportunities and musical experiences for our children. We also aim to regularly seek other events to perform at or be the audience for and aim to continue links with local schools and organisations or to try and get further parental involvement. This is something that is ongoing.

A further plan is to investigate additional clubs for teaching children instrumental tuition.
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
